Meeting began at 10:30 a.m. with Tim Brinker addressing Terry McDaniel, Alliance Water, regarding the need for additional pumps for inventory.  Terry stated the cost for four additional pumps would be around $9,000.  After a brief discussion, Todd Boland motioned to approve the purchase of two new pumps and Tim Brinker seconded it.  The purchase of two new pumps was approved.

Tim addressed Cochran Engineering (Ryan Gates and Brian Gentges) regarding the DNR grant.  Both gave an update on the status of the grant.  A total of $62,500 was awarded with an 80/20 split on the cost.  Brush Creek’s portion is $12,500.  

This grant is for a facility plan to address Inflow and Infiltration (I & I) issues and to come up with an improvement plan.  Discussion was held regarding Phase I that was performed in 2014.  The new grant will allow for further investigation.

Terry McDaniel told the group that DNR had recently done an inspection due to a lift station that shut down.  Further details should be forthcoming from DNR.
